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2 OVERVIEW

This project delivers a number of essential enhancements to the applications used for the publishing of the Degree finder in the UG prospectus.

The enhancements to UG will only take place once the UG Degree finder output code has been ported over to the new infrastructure and an admin system has been built for prospectus data and both developments have been signed-off.

This BRD covers enhancements to both the Degree finder code and the UG admin system
2.1 Project Description

Undergraduate Enhancements 

The enhancements will cover:

· Introducing alternate designs to reduce interface length by grouping content into tabs and panels 

· Improving the existing search to return better and more focused results

· Enhancing subject data – adding new fields 

· Enhancing programme interface data – adding new fields and pulling information from parent subject and school

· Enhancing content – highlighting calls to action, adding functionality, increasing cross-promotion, adding related links to wider prospectus content

· Consolidating the navigation path into three levels (should take user to the appropriate interface):

1. Degree finder introduction
2. Subject

3. Degree programme

· Display of content is conditional on data

Plus carried over from Port

· Bulk edit function

· Adding new fields to database if cannot be done in Port 
· Giving CAM ability to edit two databases at one time for part of the year

2.4 Legislative Impact

Freedom of Information

· Need to keep previous iterations. University’s data retention policy dictates that prospectus information should be kept for 7 years. Request can be made through support call for previous years and through the system going forward. 
Data Protection

· The admin system does not store personal info – just staff details.
· There are no cookies issues.
